A single parent, Kristie made the decision to enroll
her child Flower in Head Start after many life cir-
cumstances lead her to Oklahoma. Needing a
fresh start Kristy and Flower had recently moved to
Oklahoma after facing struggles back in Arkansas.
After the recent challenges they has faced, includ-
ing losing her mother unexpectedly, they were
considered homeless and living with an aunt. Kris-
tie came in to enroll Flower and expressed interest
in attending college once Flower began Head
Start. Flower was enrolled and started class in Mil-
burn Head Start near the end of September. The
next month at the Parent Teacher Conference Kristie expressed that she had
begun taking the steps to work toward her goal of going to college. She was

on track to start Murray State College in January working towards a degree

in Graphic Design. Flower began really flourishing in her Head Start class-
room in Milburn giving her great confidence a boost. In January Kristi started
college at MSC, with a new major of Business/Management. In February
Kristie and Flower moved into their new apartment. They now live in Tishomin-
go, Flower continues Head Start, and rides the JAMM bus every day. Kristi
also rides the JAMM bus to class at MSC, and works 35 hours a week. Flower
continues to excel in her Head Start classroom and enjoys learning new ac-
tivities, including writing her name.

A goal of Head Start is to help
each child learn the social and
developmental skills needed to
navigate the school years
ahead. In November a child
from another district who al-
ready had an IEP (Individual Ed-
ucation Plan) in progress was
enrolled in INCA Head Start; he
had been in a special education
classroom. At an IEP meeting it
was determined that speech
and occupational therapy
should continue, but that he
would also benefit from being in
the classroom with other chil-
dren his age. A one on one assis-
tant was hired, Elvira Vilarreal.
Under the guidance of the
speech therapist, occupational
therapist and classroom teach-
er, Ms. Elvira has been successful
in helping him gain skills in areas
that were previously difficult for
him. He is learning to use picture
cards to assist with communica-
tion, to point at what he wants,
and has began to drink from a
regular cup. While he still has a
ways to go, it is gratifying to see
every small step towards inde-
pendence.
